Todos nosotros conocemos a personas que no asisten en la 
misa cada domingo.  Una vez este tipo de persona sabía que 
estaba haciendo mal.  Pero ahora algunos dicen que no es 
necesario acudir a la misa semanalmente.  Ofrecen como 

pretextos que no sacan nada de la misa, que ha oído que no es 
pecado mortal, o que alguna gente que asiste siempre lleva 

vidas mucho más deplorables que la de ellos.  ¿Cómo 
deberíamos pensar en todo esto? 

En primer lugar tenemos que preguntar: ¿qué es el propósito de 
la misa?  ¿Es sólo para complacer a un Dios que desea el 

homenaje de la gente?  No, Dios no necesita nada de 
nosotros.  Es completamente contento en sí mismo.  De hecho,
