«Señor, ¿no sembraste buena semilla en tu campo? ¿De dónde sale la  
cizaña?» Aquella pregunta que los siervos dirigen a su Señor en aquella 

parábola no deja de resonar también en nuestros días: “Si Dios ha creado 
todo, ¿por qué existe el mal en el mundo? Si es bueno, ¿por qué permite el 

mal, el sufrimiento, el dolor?” Son preguntas lacerantes que nos lanzan  
tantas veces quienes habiendo experimentado la amargura del dolor no  

encuentran sentido a su sufrimiento, a la muerte de un ser querido, al mal 
que experimentan, a la enfermedad incurable, a la pobreza extrema, etc. 

Por medio de la parábola del trigo y la cizaña el Hijo de Dios afirma que Dios 
no ha echado en el mundo semilla alguna de mal sino que éste entró en el 

mundo por acción de su enemigo, el diablo. 
 

En el libro del Génesis esto es claro: al tiempo de crear Dios el mundo, todo 
era bueno (ver Gén 1,31). El mal entra en el mundo por el libre asentimiento 
y cooperación que el ser humano le prestó y le sigue prestando día a día al 
Maligno y a sus sugestiones (ver Gén 3,1ss; Rom 5,12). ¡Sí! ¡Cada uno de 
nosotros, tú y yo, por ese libre asentimiento a las sugestiones del Maligno 
somos también hoy responsables del mal que existe en el mundo! No soy 

inocente: cada vez que yo elijo libremente hacer el mal, contribuyo a que el 
mal en el mundo se acreciente. 

 
Si ante esta situación Dios es indulgente, si tolera el mal en el mundo, lo 

hace no porque se desentienda del mal y de la maldad que tanto nos daña y 
nos hace sufrir, sino para dar lugar al arrepentimiento (Sab 12,19), al nuestro 

y al de muchos. 
 

Esa indulgencia de Dios no es una espera desentendida, como quien tan 
solo mira de lejos: ¡Cristo es la respuesta comprometida de Dios al mal en el 
mundo! ¡Él es Dios que se encarna, Dios que se hace solidario, Dios que se 
hace uno como nosotros para cargar con nuestras flaquezas, Dios que por 
amor a nosotros se expone al mal y sufre lo indecible en la Cruz, Dios que 
triunfa sobre el mal con su muerte, resurrección y ascensión! En Cristo, el 
Hijo amado del Padre, Dios definitivamente afirma: «¿Qué más se puede 

hacer ya a mi viña, que no se lo haya hecho yo?» (Is 5,4). 
 

Después de todo lo que Dios ha hecho y sigue haciendo por mí, cabe ahora 
preguntarme: ¿Cómo respondo yo? ¿Qué semillas acojo yo en mi corazón? 
¿Las que siembra Cristo o las que esparce el Maligno? ¿Me esfuerzo por 

vencer el mal con el bien (ver Rom 12,21)? ¿O contribuyo al mal del mundo 
consintiendo el mal en mi mente, en mi corazón y en mi acción? 

Para poder abstenernos del mal y obrar el bien lo primero que debemos  
hacer es examinar, identificar y distinguir entre lo que es bueno y lo que es 

malo: «Examinadlo todo y quedaos con lo bueno» (1Tes 5,21-22). ¡Tarea tan 
difícil hoy en día, cuando tantos sumidos en un mar de relativismo «llaman al 

mal bien, y al bien mal»! (Is 5,20) La cizaña, para quien no tiene el ojo  
entrenado, se confunde fácilmente con el trigo, y así sucede con el mal: se 
presenta siempre con apariencia de bien, como algo que “es bueno para ti”. 
Más detrás de la apetecible carnada, se encuentra siempre el anzuelo que 

lleva a la muerte. Para no dejarnos engañar por quien es el padre de la  
mentira, es necesario habituarnos a examinar todo pensamiento que viene a 

nuestra mente y todo sentimiento que surge del corazón a la luz de las  
enseñanzas divinas. 

 

Para saber discernir acertadamente es necesario adentrarte cada día en 

el conocimiento de la Escritura. De ese modo te irás nutriendo de los 

criterios divinos, para que discerniendo correctamente, puedas tam-

bién con la gracia divina obrar correctamente.
