serve as our “Summer Help” priest from June 1 to July 31, 2018.   I served with Fr. Matthew in 2004 at Our Lady of 

Perpetual Help in Lindenhurst, so he is certainly not a stranger to the United States or to the Diocese of Rockville Cen-

tre.  Fr. Matthew is a very good and energetic priest always eager to serve the Lord Jesus in many ways.   

   Fr. Matthew began his priesthood as a parish priest in Lachitgaon, Assam, India 1983-1989.  He received a Licentiate 

(Masters Degree) in Spiritual Theology at the Angelicum, Rome 1989-1991.  He was Rector of the Diocesan Minor 

Seminary Dibrugarh 1992-1997.  He was Director  of the North East India Spiritual Orientation programme Dibrugarh 

1997- 2003. He became an Associate Pastor at  Our Lady of Perpetual Help, Lindenhurst  February-September 2004. 

He then served as an Associate Pastor at  St. Gabriel Church, Arlington Avenue, Bronx, 2004- 2007. While at St Gabri-

el’s, Fr. Matthew studied for an  Advanced Certificate in Spiritual Direction, Fordham University, 2005- 2006.    

    After Fordham and St. Gabriel’s, Fr Matthew went back to India and served as the Director Eastern India Spiritual 

Orientation Programme Jamshedpur 2007-2011.  Then he served as the Director of the North East India Spiritual Orien-

tation Programme Guwahati 2011-2013. He did retreat preaching in 2013-2016. Then he served as the Spiritual Direc-

tor Oriens at the Theological College North East India 2016.  Currently, Fr. Matthew does Missionary work in India.  

As you can see, Fr. Matthew comes with an extensive background in Church Ministry, Counseling, Spirituality and 

Theology.   I am happy to have him here to serve and help us form a deeper relationship with Jesus Christ.

¿Creo que el Señor Jesús está verdadera y 
realmente presente en el pan y vino  

consagrados por su sacerdote en la Santa 
Misa? Ensayemos un cuestionamiento que 

bien podrían lanzarnos los que no creen en la 
presencia de Cristo en la Eucaristía a los que 
creemos en este Magno Milagro: «si ustedes 
afirman y sostienen que ese pan consagrado 
que adoran es Cristo, Dios que hace dos mil 

años se encarnó de una Virgen, nació de  
parto virginal, anunció la salvación a todos los 
hombres y por amor se dejó clavar como un 

malhechor en una Cruz; si sostienen y  
afirman que Él resucitó al tercer día y subió a 

los Cielos para sentarse a la derecha del  
Padre, y que lo que ahora adoran es ese  
mismo Dios-hecho-hombre que murió y  
resucitó, en su Cuerpo y en su Sangre,  

entonces ¿porqué su vida refleja tan 
pobremente eso que dicen creer? ¿Cuántos 

de ustedes viven como nosotros, como los que no creemos?  
Aunque van a Misa los Domingos y comulgan —incluso cuando están en 

pecado grave, sin antes confesarse—, en la vida cotidiana olvidan a su Dios 
y se hincan ante nuestros ídolos del dinero y las riquezas, de los placeres y 

las vanidades, del poder y del dominio, se impacientan con facilidad y  
maltratan a sus semejantes, se dejan llevar por odios y se niegan a perdonar 
a quienes los ofenden, se oponen a las enseñanzas de la Iglesia que no les 

acomodan, incluso le hacen la vida imposible a sus hijos cuando —
cuestionando vuestra mediocridad con su generosidad— quieren seguir al 

Señor con “demasiado fanatismo”... ¿Viven así y afirman que Dios está en la 
Hostia? ¿Por qué creer lo que afirman, si con su conducta niegan lo que con 

sus labios enseñan? Bien se podría decir lo que Dios reprochaba a Israel, 
por medio de su profeta Isaías: “Este pueblo me honra con los labios, pero 

su corazón está lejos de mí. En vano me rinden culto” (Mt 15, 8-9)». 
Este duro cuestionamiento es también una invitación a preguntarme yo  

mismo: ¿Dejo que el encuentro con el Señor, verdaderamente presente en la 
Eucaristía, toque y transforme mi existencia? Nutrido del Señor, de su amor 
y de su gracia, ¿procuro que mi vida entera, pensamientos, sentimientos y 

actitudes, sea un fiel reflejo de la Presencia de Cristo en mí? ¿Encuentro en 
cada Comunión o visita al Señor en el Santísimo Sacramento un impulso 
para reflejar al Señor Jesús con una conducta virtuosa, para vivir más la  

caridad, para rechazar con más firmeza y radicalidad el mal y la tentación 
que se presentan en mi camino, para anunciar al Señor y su Evangelio? 

Si de verdad creo que el Señor está presente en la Eucaristía y que como 
alimento se entrega a mí en su Cuerpo y Sangre, ¿puedo después de  

comulgar seguir siendo el mismo o la misma? ¿No tengo que cambiar, y  
fortalecido por su presencia en mí, procurar reflejarlo en mi conducta? El 

auténtico encuentro con el Señor necesariamente produce un cambio, una 
transformación interior, un crecimiento en el amor, lleva a asemejarnos cada 
vez más a Él en todos nuestros pensamientos, sentimientos y actitudes. Si 

eso no sucede, la Comunión más que un verdadero Encuentro con Cristo, es 
un desprecio a quien nuevamente se entrega a mí en el sacramento de la 

Comunión. 
Así pues, que se vea en mi conducta que estoy en comunión con el Señor, 
que me lleno de Él, de su amor y de su gracia, cada vez que lo recibo en la 
Santa Eucaristía. De ese modo muchos más creerán en el Señor y en su 
presencia real en la Eucaristía. De ese modo muchos más le abrirán las 

puertas de su corazón y se dejarán tocar y transformar por su amor.
