Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ:

Today, I have some important but difficult news to share with you. Earlier this morning, the Diocese of Rockville
Centre has filed a voluntary petition for reorganization under Chapter 11 of the U.S. Bankruptcy Code. This deci-
sion was not made lightly. However, in the year since the passage of the Child Victims Act, more than 200 law-
suits alleging sexual abuse have been filed against the Diocese of Rockville Centre. What became clear is that the
Diocese could not continue to carry out its spiritual, charitable and educational missions while also having to
shoulder the increasingly heavy burden of litigation expenses associated with these cases.

Filing for Chapter 11, we believe, is the only way for the Diocese to ensure a fair and equitable outcome for
everyone involved. That is because the bankruptcy court will centralize all litigation and oversee a settle-
ment that ensures that no survivor is left out or gets unfair compensation at the expense of another survivor.
During this period of restructuring, most Diocesan operations and ministries will continue without interrup-
tion. We anticipate that current and future financial liquidity will be sufficient to fund normal operations and
services during this restructuring process. Our employees will be paid their normal wages. Benefit programs
will continue, uninterrupted. Our vendors will be paid for all goods and services after filing, and ordinary
operations will continue as before.

We know that most people experience the life of the Church through their parish, so it is important to note
that the good work of our parishes and Catholic schools is expected to continue as normal. Since the parish-
es and schools of the Diocese of Rockville Centre are separate legal entities, they are not included in
this Chapter 11 filing. But it is also the case that after Chapter 11, the Diocese will have fewer finan-
cial resources to help struggling schools and parishes.

I also would like to stress that the practice of our Catholic Faith and administration of the sacraments contin-
ues just as it has and will not be affected by this legal filing. It is my hope and prayer that operations will be
unaffected during the restructuring process as we work to maintain the stability of our many ministries. We
will certainly need to prioritize the charitable missions that are essential to Long Island, but the work of the
Church must continue. Catholic evangelization must and will continue.
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We know that this is hard for people across the Diocese to digest and especially difficult for the many people
of Long Island, both Catholic and non-Catholic, who depend on the Church in so many ways. Parishioners
will certainly have many questions, so it is important for everyone to understand what this decision means,
to avoid any misconceptions.

A settlement will be determined based on the assets of the Diocese and will not include any parish offertory
donations collected during Mass or any contributions to the Catholic Ministries Appeal. Our financial and
legal advisors are maximizing the availability of insurance coverage and investment proceeds. It is important
to note that in bankruptcy, all assets of the Diocese are part of the court record and therefore publicly availa-
ble and that the process is completely transparent. All public information relating to the filing can be found
on a dedicated Chapter 11 website, which can be found by clicking on the Chapter 11 icon found on the di-
ocesan website at www.drvc.org.

For the Diocese, fair and equitable treatment for survivors of sexual abuse has always been a top priority.
That is why we created the Independent Reconciliation and Compensation Program in 2017. Since then, the
program has assisted approximately 350 survivors of sexual abuse. But that program also has greatly deplet-
ed our financial resources, leaving us with fewer resources to be able to litigate the CVA cases.

Over the last year, our advisors have studied our financial and legal situation extensively and concluded that
a Chapter 11 filing was the only way to ensure an equitable settlement for abuse survivors, help us manage
litigation expenses and carry out our essential mission and ministries.

We will work diligently with all survivors, creditors and ministries to maintain open communication while
we work toward our goal of completing a settlement and a restructuring plan that includes a comprehensive
resolution for those suffering survivors. Our Diocese underwent extensive reforms in 2003 with the creation
of our Office for the Protection of Children and Young People. We will continue to be vigilant in our com-
mitment to child protection.

I ask each and every Catholic on Long Island during these painful times to embrace the power of the Cross
of Jesus Christ and His Divine Mercy, and to help others carry their crosses, especially survivors of clergy
sexual abuse. Together, we ask for the intercession of our Blessed Mother Mary, Mother of the Church, that
she continue to intercede for a spirit of holiness and mission in this Diocese and the raising up of a new gen-
eration of saints on Long Island to serve the Church and the world. All of us, as members of the faithful, are
called to find strength in the Word of God and the Sacraments and to live Christ’s spirit of humility, charity,
compassion, sensitivity and courage. We ask for the intercession of our patroness, the courageous martyr
Saint Agnes, for the fortitude to joyfully and charitably proclaim the Gospel and the Splendor of Truth in
every public square.

Please know that I am praying for each and every one of you and your families and in a special way for the
survivors of clergy sexual abuse. I also pray that through this restructuring process, the Diocese can emerge
stronger, having resolved these issues with dignity and fairness and put everyone in a better position to move
forward and heal.

Queridos hermanos y hermanas en Cristo:

Hoy tengo una importante pero dificil noticia que quiero compartir con ustedes. Mas temprano esta ma-
flana, la Didcesis de Rockville Centre ha presentado una peticion voluntaria de reorganizacion al amparo
del Capitulo 11 del cddigo de Bancarrota de los Estados Unidos. Esta decision no se tom¢ a la ligera. Sin
embargo, en el ano transcurrido desde la aprobacion de la Ley de victimas infantiles, se han presentado
mas de 200 demandas por presuntos abusos sexuales contra la Didcesis de Rockville Centre. Lo que
quedo en evidencia es que la Didcesis no podia seguir llevando a cabo sus misiones espirituales, carita-
tivas y educativas y, al mismo tiempo, tener que asumir la carga cada vez mas pesada de los gastos que
demandan los litigios asociados a estos casos.

Al acogernos al Capitulo 11, creemos que es la inica manera de que la Di6cesis garantice un resultado
justo y equitativo para todos los involucrados. Esto se debe a que el Tribunal de Quiebras centralizara
todos los litigios y supervisara un acuerdo que garantice que ningun sobreviviente quede excluido o reci-
ba una compensacion injusta a expensas de otro superviviente.

Durante este periodo de reestructuracion, la mayoria de las operaciones y ministerios diocesanos contin-
uaran funcionando sin interrupcion. Prevemos que la liquidez financiera actual y futura serd suficiente
para financiar las operaciones y servicios normales durante este proceso de reestructuracion. Nuestros
empleados recibiran su salario normal. Los programas de beneficios continuaran, sin interrupcion. A
nuestros proveedores se les pagara por todos los bienes y servicios después de habernos acogido al
Capitulo 11, y las operaciones ordinarias continuaran como antes.

Sabemos que la mayoria de las personas experimentan la vida de la Iglesia a través de su parroquia, por
lo que es importante resaltar que se espera que el buen trabajo de nuestras parroquias y escuelas
catdlicas continie con normalidad. Dado que las parroquias y escuelas de la Didcesis de Rockville Cen-
tre son entidades legales independientes, no estan incluidas en esta peticion para acogerse al capitulo 11.
Pero también es cierto que después del Capitulo 11, la Didcesis tendrd menos recursos financieros para
ayudar a las escuelas y parroquias en dificultades.

También me gustaria recalcar que la practica de nuestra Fé Catolica y la administracion de los sacramen-
tos contintan tal como ha sido y no seran afectadas por esta peticion legal. Espero y oro para que las
operaciones no se vean afectadas durante el proceso de reestructuracion mientras trabajamos para man-
tener la estabilidad de nuestra gran cantidad de ministerios. Ciertamente tendremos que priorizar las
misiones caritativas que son esenciales para Long Island, pero el trabajo de la Iglesia debe continuar. La
evangelizacion catdlica debe continuar y continuara.
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Sabemos que esto es dificil de asimilar por parte de las personas de toda la Diocesis y especialmente dificil
para las muchas personas de Long Island, tanto catdlicas como no catolicas, que dependen de la Iglesia de
muchas maneras. Los feligreses tendran sin duda muchas preguntas, asi que es importante que todos entiendan
lo que esta decision significa, para evitar cualquier malentendido.

El acuerdo se determinara con base en los activos de la Diocesis y no incluira ninguna donacion de ofrendas
parroquiales recaudadas durante la misa ni ninguna contribucion a la Campana de Ministerios Catdlicos.
Nuestros asesores financieros y juridicos estain maximizando la disponibilidad de la cobertura de seguros y los
ingresos de las inversiones. Es importante sefalar que, en la quiebra, todos los bienes de la Didcesis forman
parte del registro del tribunal y por lo tanto estan disponibles ptiiblicamente y que el proceso es completamente
transparente. Toda la informacion publica relacionada con la peticion se puede encontrar en un sitio web dedi-
cado al Capitulo 11, que se puede encontrar haciendo clic en el icono del Capitulo 11 que se encuentra en el
sitio web de la Diocesis en www.drvc.org.

Para la Didcesis, el tratamiento justo y equitativo de los sobrevivientes de abusos sexuales siempre ha sido
una prioridad fundamental. Por eso creamos el Programa de Reconciliacion y Compensacion Independiente en
2017. Desde entonces, el programa ha ayudado a aproximadamente 350 sobrevivientes de abuso sexual. Pero
ese programa también ha agotado en gran medida nuestros recursos financieros, y nos ha dejado con menos
recursos para poder litigar los casos de la Ley de victimas infantiles (CVA).

Durante el ultimo afio, nuestros asesores han estudiado exhaustivamente nuestra situacion financiera y legal, y
concluyeron que acogernos al Capitulo 11 era la tinica manera de garantizar un acuerdo equitativo para los
sobrevivientes de abusos, ayudarnos a gestionar los gastos de los litigios y llevar a cabo nuestra mision y min-
isterios esenciales.

Trabajaremos diligentemente con todos los sobrevivientes, acreedores y ministerios para mantener una co-
municacion abierta mientras trabajamos hacia nuestro objetivo de llegar a un acuerdo y un plan de reestruc-
turacion que incluya una resolucion integral para aquellos sobrevivientes damnificados. Nuestra Didcesis ex-
periment6 profundas reformas en 2003 con la creacion de nuestra Oficina para la Proteccion de los Nifios y
los Jovenes. Seguiremos velando por nuestro compromiso con la proteccion de los nifios.

Les pido a todos y a cada uno de los catolicos de Long Island que durante estos tiempos aciagos abracen el
poder de la Cruz de Jesucristo y su Divina Misericordia, y que ayuden a otros a llevar sus cruces, especial-
mente a los sobrevivientes del abuso sexual del clero. Juntos, pedimos la intercesion de nuestra Bendita Madre
Maria, Madre de la Iglesia, para que continte intercediendo por un espiritu de santidad y mision en esta
Diocesis y por la elevacion de una nueva generacion de santos en Long Island para servir a la Iglesia y al
mundo. Todos nosotros, como miembros de la fe, estamos llamados a encontrar la fuerza en la Palabra de Di-
os y los Sacramentos y a vivir el espiritu de Cristo de humildad, caridad, compasion, sensibilidad y coraje.
Pedimos la intercesion de nuestra patrona, la valiente martir Santa Inés, para que nos d¢ la fortaleza para
proclamar alegre y caritativamente el Evangelio y el esplendor de la verdad en cada lugar publico.

Sepan que oro por todos y cada uno de ustedes y sus familias y de manera especial por los sobrevivientes de
abuso sexual por parte del clero. También oro para que, a través de este proceso de reestructuracion, la Didce-
sis pueda emerger mas fuerte, habiendo resuelto estos asuntos con dignidad y justicia y poniendo a todos en
una mejor posicion para avanzar y sanar.

B Duefio. Y en ella todos somos vifiadores, labra-
dores, servidores, encargados. La Iglesia no
tiene mas duefio que Dios y su heredero Jesu-
cristo. Todos los demas somos servidores y
empleados. Muy bien que el Sefior haya consid-
erado que se puede fiar de nosotros, y nos
haya encomendado su cuidado. Es todo un
honor al que hay que saber corresponder,
mostrar que no se ha equivocado al elegirnos.

Uno de nuestros tedlogos ha escrito:

«Solo hay comunidad cristiana alli donde el
Espiritu suscita la nueva obediencia a la sober-
ania de Cristo. Una Iglesia animada por el Es-
piritu no puede servir a otro Sefior que no sea
Jesucristo. Este sefiorio de Cristo es el que ha
de liberar también hoy a la Iglesia de falsos sefiores, impuestos desde afuera o
desde dentro. La Iglesia no es de la jerarquia ni del pueblo, ni siquiera de los
pobres. Es de su Sefior. No es de éste ni de aquel movimiento; no pertenece ni a
la cultura modema ni a una tradicién concreta. Es de su Serior. Y ese seriorio ha
de impedir siempre que la Iglesia quede en manos de la autoridad absoluta de
una jerarquia, o se convierta en una especie de “asamblea popular”. Del sefiorio
de Cristo nace una comunidad de hermanos que busca ser fiel a su tinico Sefior”.

J.A. PAGOLA. Fidelidad al Espiritu en situacion de conflicto.

A Jesus lo mataron literalmente los que se sentian duefios de la vifia. Y esto
ya no se puede repetir, claro. Pero hay otras maneras de quitar de en medio al
“heredero" para hacernos duefios de su vifia. Por ejemplo considerar al
laicado como de segunda categoria en la Iglesia.

Ha dicho el Papa Francisco:

“Todos tienen el derecho de recibir el Evangelio. Los cristianos tienen el
deber de anunciarlo sin excluir a nadie, no como quien impone una nueva
obligacion, sino como quien comparte una alegria, sefiala un horizonte
bello, ofrece un banquete deseable. La Iglesia no crece por el proselitis-
mo sino por la “atraccion”. Pero ;puede haber atraccion alli donde uno es
marginado y que carece de voz y decisiéon?”

La Iglesia ha tenido y sigue teniendo una gran tentacion, en la que ha caido y
cae no pocas veces: que una de sus partes necesarias e imprescindibles (la je-
rarquia y los sacerdotes) asuma/absorba todos los ministerios. Duefios de la
Palabra. Duefios de las decisiones. Duefios de los discernimientos. Duefios de lo
que se hace y se puede hacer. No es raro, por tanto, que los laicos (la inmensa
mayoria de los fieles), a pesar de estar bautizados, y por ello ser como todos
«sacerdotes, profetas y reyes», acaben sintiéndose y siendo «espectadores» en
la Iglesia, simples oyentes, receptores de las decisiones que van tomando los
que entienden y tienen la responsabilidad de mandar. Como si la vifia no se les
hubiera encomendado también a ellos como “vifiadores y trabajadores” A
menudo ha pesado mas el “sefiorio sacerdotal” que el «Sefiorio de Jesus”. Y
hay que reconocer con tristeza que una inmensa mayoria de laicos no se plantea
qué puede y debe aportar a la comunidad cristiana en la que vive su fe. El len-
guaje, que es limitado pero significativo, no habla de participar o celebrar la Cena
del Sefior, sino de «oir» misa. {Con lo que queda expresado su rol principal: el de
«oir»! Y asi no es rato escuchar aquello de “yo no creo en la Iglesia”, la Iglesia
“es de los curas”... Aungue no esta de mas decir que también encontramos lai-
cos mas clericales que el propio clero, y que quieren imponer a toda costa sus
puntos de vista.
