Dear St. Ignatius Family,

This weekend, the Gospel invites us to prepare for the coming of Jesus Christ. Are we prepared for the Mas-
ter's return? Have you ever sat in front of Jesus and opened your heart and life to Jesus? As a good catholic, I
personally invite you to spend time with our Lord Jesus in the Blessed Eucharist. Our faith teaches us the
Real Presence of Jesus in Heaven and on Earth under the Sacramental Veil of the Eucharist found in the
Tabernacle of every Catholic Church. Some churches, like our Church, are fortunate to have an Adoration
Chapel, where the Eucharist is exposed for adoration. During the hours of exposition, the Most
Blessed Sacrament is kept in a Monstrance, and at other times retained in the Tabernacle in the Chapel. The
Eucharist is God- Jesus, the Risen Lord, Body, Blood, Soul, and Divinity. Our mortal eyes see a host of un-
leavened bread, but our eyes of Faith see and recognize Jesus. It is a tremendous gift of faith to believe Jesus
in the Holy Eucharist. Our Lord is thirsting for us and our friendship with Him. Come and fall in love with
Him, and experience the immeasurable love and unspeakable peace He is offering to each one of us, which
no one else in this world can give, which nowhere else you will get. I would also like to invite you to join us
every Friday, at 3 O’clock for praying the Divine Mercy Chaplet, in person, or if not possible through our
live stream.

For those who visit our Lord in the Adoration Chapel, I thank you from the bottom of my heart. For those
who cannot visit the Lord because of physical limitations, work, etc, know that your intentions are in my
prayers before Jesus in the Blessed Sacrament. For those of you who can visit the Lord but are unsure of
where to start, I would like to invite you to think about the unconditional love and infinite mercy He has for
us, and start by making short visits. I assure you that He will do the rest, as you will experience His magnet-
ic love attracting us to be with Him....just to be with Him. You don’t have to do anything, He will do the do-
ing

Finally, a word about the veil you see in the Chapel. As a reverence to the Lord, in the absence of an adorer,
use the veil to cover the Monstrance. The veil is not to hide something, but it represents our faith in the real
presence of Jesus in the Blessed Eucharist. This Mystery is so great, so wonderful, so beyond our compre-
hension and our ability to focus, that we veil it to remind us of its magnificence and holiness.

Thank you, Colleen, Rosemarie, Katelyn, and the parents to prepare and dress up children like saints on All
Saints Day. That was a spectacular moment!

Thank you all for joining us at the All Souls' Day Holy Mass of Remembrance, bringing pictures of your
loved ones to place on the memorial Altar, writing the names of your loved ones in the “Book of Remem-
brance” and enrolling your loved ones in the “All Souls' Novena of Holy Masses”. As we continue to pray
for them throughout this month, let us also seek the intercession of St. Joseph, Patron of a Holy Death.

Thank you, Pam, Peggy, Tony, Joan, volunteers, and staff for the arrangements on All Souls Day. I express
my heartfelt gratitude to the Ministry of Consolation for your hard work, on every wake service and funeral,
and especially for being vessels of God's compassion and care.

«Esten preparados, porque no saben ni
el dia ni la hora». Esta es la gran leccién
que el Sefior nos da también a nosotros,
sus discipulos, con la parabola de las
virgenes prudentes y las necias.
Pero, ¢a qué “dia y hora” se refiere el
Sefior? Si bien en el Evangelio se refiere
a su venida gloriosa al final de los
tiempos, lo mas probable es que ese
momento sea para nosotros el momento
de nuestra propia muerte.

Pensar en la propia muerte no es algo
que hagamos con frecuencia. Al
contrario, lo normal es procurar evadir
ese pensamiento por la inseguridad, por
la angustia o miedo que nos produce.
Muchos preferimos vivir el dia a dia
“protegidos” por la ilusién de que la muerte nos llegara un dia demasiado
lejano, acaso ya de viejos, si no lo somos aun.

Pero lo cierto es que no sabemos cuando la muerte tocara a nuestra puerta,
y ese cuando puede ser hoy mismo (Ver Lc 12,20). Por mas jovenes que
seamos, o saludables que estemos, un accidente inesperado puede acabar
con nuestra fragil existencia de un momento para otro.

Steve Jobs, fundador de Apple, compartia en el 2005 su propia experiencia
con un numeroso grupo de jovenes egresados de la Universidad de
Stanford. Entonces les decia: «Cuando tenia 17 afios, lei una sentencia que
decia algo asi como “si vives cada dia como si fuera tu dltimo, algin dia
ciertamente acertaras”. Esta sentencia causo una fuerte impresion en mi, y
desde entonces, en los Ultimos 33 afios, me miro al espejo cada mafiana y
me pregunto a mi mismo: ¢si hoy fuera el tltimo dia de mi vida, querria ha-
cer lo que estoy a punto de hacer hoy dia? Y cada vez que la respuesta era
un “no”, por muchos dias consecutivos, sabia que necesitaba cambiar algo.
Recordar que todos moriremos pronto, es la herramienta méas importante que
jamas haya encontrado para hacer las grandes decisiones en la vida. Porque
casi todo, todas las expectativas externas, todo orgullo, el miedo al ridiculo o
al fracaso, todo eso desaparece frente a la muerte, dejando sélo lo que es
verdaderamente importante. Recordar que vas a morir es la mejor manera
que conozco para evitar la trampa de pensar que tienes algo que perder. Ya
estas desnudo. No hay ninguna razén para no seguir tu corazon». Steve
Jobs, luego de una larga lucha contra el cancer, fallecio el 5 de octubre del
2011. Para él llegd ya aquél “ultimo dia”.

¢Recordamos nosotros que algun dia moriremos? ¢ Hago yo del “recuerdo
de la muerte” un instrumento poderoso para tomar decisiones importantes en
mi vida con el fin de cambiar el mundo segun el Evangelio? ;Hago yo de la
‘memoria de la muerte” un incentivo poderoso para hacer esos cambios
necesarios en mi propia vida, pequefios o grandes, para ganar el Cielo y
conquistar la eternidad?
