Clergy Corner

The meaning of the word ‘thankfulness’ is the feeling of being happy or grateful £
because of something you received from anyone. According to Oprah Winfrey “Be &
thankful for what you have; you’ll end up having more. If you concentrate on what you %
don’t have, you will never, ever have enough.” This coming Sunday’s gospel reading §
speaks to us about the story of ten lepers. The story contains an allusion to the story in 2
Kings 5 where Naaman the leper, a Syrian foreigner, came seeking healing from the Hebrew prophet Elisha
and the God of Israel. Even the geography of the story alludes to the Naaman story. Luke places the story of
the healing of the ten lepers on the border between Samaria and Galilee. Naaman probably used that same
route to reach the Jordan after he left Elisha’s home at Dothan just south of the Jezreel Valley. The two
stories are similar in that, in both cases, a foreigner receives a divine healing and expresses gratitude to the
God of Israel.

Perhaps, the most grateful person I’ve ever heard of was an old woman in an extended care hospital.
She had some kind of wasting disease, her different powers fading away over the march of months. A friend
of mine happened to meet her on a coincidental visit. The friend kept going back, drawn by the strange
force of the woman’s joy. Though she could no longer move her arms and legs, she would say, “I’m just so
happy and grateful to God that I can move my neck.” When she could no longer move her neck, she would
say, “I’m just so glad and thankful I can hear and see.” — When the young friend finally asked the old
woman what would happen if she lost her senses of hearing and sight, the gentle lady said, “T’ll just
be so grateful that you come to visit.”

The leper stood at a distance and called out in a loud voice, “Jesus, Master, have pity on us!”

This is the cry of faith. It is: Urgent, sincere, knowing and shameless.

(a) Urgent. The lepers cried out for help. They were desperate - and didn’t want Jesus to pass them by.
They really wanted to be healed. They know that if they miss this chance, they are going to be thrown out of
their village. Moved with love Jesus answered to their loud cry.

(b) Sincere. The ten outcasts cried out in a loud voice. No one could be in any doubt of their desire to be
healed. There was nothing half-hearted or diffident about their approach to Jesus. Because of their sincere
cry, they received the healing.

(c) Knowing. The lepers recognized Jesus’ ability to save them. They acknowledged His authority by
addressing Him as, "Master’. He had the power!

(d) Shameless. The lepers had nothing to offer Jesus. They could not purchase a cure for leprosy or earn it.
All they could do was humbly and shamelessly beg for help. The men appealed to Christ’s mercy: "Have
pity on us!”

Every sinner is in the same position as the ten lepers and needs to exercise the same faith to receive
forgiveness and newness of life.

Are we thankful for God’s miracles? I have often thought about how exciting it will be when we get
to heaven. Our eyes will be opened to all the miracles God did for us — most of which we were unaware of
while on earth. We will also come to realize how many times we rationalized away many of the miracles,
like the other nine lepers who were healed might have done. There can be many reasons why the nine of the
ten lepers never returned to Jesus to give thanks. One may be waited to see if the cure was real and the other
may be waited to see if it would last. One may think that he would see Jesus later and the other one thought
that he had never really had leprosy. One may think that he would have gotten well anyway and the other
might have said, “Oh, well, Jesus didn’t really do anything and the other one may have given the glory to
the priests. One may said, “Any rabbi could have done it and the other may have said, “I was already much
improved.” Keep in mind that these are only suggestions, but they reveal a whole lot about human nature.
Think about it: are we thanking God for all He has done and is doing for us? Or are we, like the lepers,
rationalizing away God’s miracles?

Back in 2018, a Christmastime video about gratitude went viral.
A young Dad wakes up covered in wrapping paper to discover his
similarly adorned wife and kids. He runs through the house, “un-
wrapping” the electricity, running water, his shoes ... and a car!
Today’s Gospel reminded me of this, and of all the times the Lord has
provided: whether it is something ordinary like food in the fridge or
something extraordinary like the birth of our sons. But how often do
[ acknowledge that all these gifts come from God? [ am guessing all
10 of the lepers in today’s Gospel felt much gratitude and joy after
they were healed. But only one, a foreigner no less, returned to
Jesus to give thanks to God. Likewise, today’s readings remind us to
return to God with gratitude for all the blessings in our lives - both
extraordinary and ordinary.

Hearing the account in Kings today, | picture Naaman plunging
into the Jordan - not just once but seven times! What if he'd
stopped after one, or two, or four? We hear in the Gospel of 10
other lepers, all of whom raised their voices shouting “Jesus, Mas-
ter! Have pity on us!” In both cases, those seeking healing showed
faith in God, persevering against all odds. This perseverance also
is evident in the second reading, where Saint Paul bears great suf-
fering for the sake of the Gospel and the salvation of others. These
readings challenge us to persevere in our faith - through prayer
and our witness to others we encounter. God will not always an-
swer our prayers the way we want or expect - at least not the first
time. We need to jump back in like Naaman, trusting that God will

give us what we need.

- We quickly turn to God when things go wrong. Next time something good happens, turn to God with the same urgency

and say a prayer of thanks.

La historia contiene una alusion a la historia en 2 Reyes 5 donde Naaman el leproso, un
extranjero sirio, vino a buscar la curacion del profeta hebreo Eliseo y el Dios de Israel. Incluso la geografia
de la historia alude a la historia de
Naaman. Lucas sitia la historia de la curacion de los diez leprosos en la frontera entre Samaria y Galilea.
Naaman probablemente usd esa misma ruta para llegar al Jordan después de dejar la casa de Eliseo en
Dotén, justo al sur del valle de Jezreel.
