Clergy Corner

T RINITY - A MYSTERY AND CENTRAL TRUTH OF CHRISTIAN LIFE

The Christian Doctrine of the Trinity defines God as being one God existing in three ™
coequal, coeternal, consubstantial divine persons: God the Father, God the Son and God the Holy Spirit, three
distinct persons sharing one essence. In the creed we pray “I believe in one true God the Father almighty.... I
believe in one Lord Jesus Christ, the Only Begotten Son of God.... I believe in the Holy Spirit, the Lord the giver
of life....proceeds from the Father and the Son.” All Christians believe in the doctrine of trinity and we start all
our prayers with the greeting, “In the name of the father and of the son and of the Holy Spirit.” But it is the fact
that no one fully understands the Doctrine of Trinity. The early church fathers made many  attempts to explain
the Trinitarian aspect of God. Someone has said: “If you try to explain the trinity you will lose your mind, but if
you deny it, you will lose your soul.”

For the better understanding of the Trinitarian aspect of God we can divide the Doctrine of Trinity into six
smaller statements. 1) One God and One only. 2) Exists in three persons. 3) Equal and Eternal. 4) Worthy of
equal praise and worship. 5) Distinct yet acting in unity. 6) Constituting one true God of the Bible. The most
important thing that we should understand is that when we pray the creed, we are saying that the Father is God,
Son is God and the Holy Spirit is God. But they are not three gods, only one God. Do you remember the word
“Godhead” that we pray in our collect prayer in our Holy Eucharist? That is a good term to use when we want to
refer to God the father, God the Son and God the Holy Spirit as three divine persons in one God.

The early church struggled mightily over this doctrine of Trinity. Most of their attempts to explain the trinity
ended up with heresies. Finally, they concluded that “God is one in essence .... Three in person.” First of all we
should make it clear that the Christians don’t believe in three gods i.e. Tritheism. It is more interesting to know
that we don’t believe in three forms of God i.e. Modalism. Moreover we don’t believe that Father, Son and Holy
Spirit are parts or pieces of God.

Even though we are not able to see the word “Trinity “exactly in the Bible, we can see the concept or idea in the
Bible. In Genesis 1:26-27 we read, “Then God said let us make man in our image, in our likeness and let them
rule....so God created man in his own image....” Notice the shift in pronouns. Let us.... In our image.... created
man in his own image. From us and our’ to he and his. Genesis teaches us the ‘diversity in unity’ within the
Godhead. In the book of Isaiah we read, “Then I heard the voice of the Lord saying, ‘whom shall I send? And
who will go for us?’” (Is. 6:8). There are different occasions in the Bible that God speaks about himself using
plural pronouns.

We see this Trinitarian aspect of God in the New Testament during the time of Jesus’ baptism. “As soon as Jesus
was baptized, He went up out of the water. At that moment heaven was opened, and He saw the Spirit of God
descending like a dove and alighting on Him. And a voice from heaven said, ‘this is my Son, whom 1 love; with
him I am well pleased’” (Mt. 3:16-17). The early church also believed in the Trinitarian aspect of God. In
St. Paul’s second letter to Corinthians we read, “The grace of the Lord Jesus Christ, and the Love of God, and the
fellowship of the Holy Spirit, be with you all” (2 Cor. 13:14). We begin our Holy Eucharist by using these words
of St. Paul and invoke the presence of the Triune God.

The Trinitarian aspect of God is the central truth of Christian faith. Let us rejoice that we have a ‘Triune God’.
The Father gave the Son, the Son offered Himself on the Cross and the Holy Spirit brought us to Jesus. Indeed it
is a mystery, and with all the saints we bend the knees in worship before our great God — the Father, Son and
Holy Spirit. This is the holy trinity. This is not just a doctrine; this is our life. It is more than just a mystery or a
mind bending math problem,; this is our God who loves and gave His Son for us, who loves us and gives Himself
for us (Gal. 2:20), who loves us and strengthens us by His spirit (Eph. 3:16).

TRINIDAD: MISTERIO Y VERDAD CENTRAL DE LA VIDA CRISTIANA

La doctrina cristiana de la Trinidad define a Dios como un solo Dios que existe en tres §
personas divinas coiguales, coeternas y consustanciales: Dios Padre, Dios Hijo y Dios
Espiritu Santo, tres personas distintas que comparten una esencia En el credo rezamos ™
“Creo en un solo Dios verdadero, padre todopoderoso.... Creo en un solo Sefior Jesucristo, el unigénito hijo de
Dios.... Creo en el Espiritu Santo, el Sefior, el dador de vida... procede del padre y del hijo”. Todos los cris-
tianos creemos en la doctrina de la trinidad y comenzamos todas nuestras oraciones con el saludo: “En el nom-
bre del Padre y del Hijo y del Espiritu Santo”. Pero es el hecho de que nadie entiende completamente la Doc-
trina de la Trinidad. Los primeros padres de la iglesia hicieron muchos intentos de explicar el aspecto trinitario
de Dios. Alguien ha dicho: “Si tratas de explicar la trinidad perderas la cabeza, pero si la niegas, perderas el
alma”.

Para una mejor comprension del aspecto Trinitario de Dios podemos dividir la Doctrina de la Trinidad en seis
declaraciones mas pequefias. 1) Un Dios y Uno solo. 2) Existe en tres personas. 3) Iguales y Eternos. 4) Digno
de igual alabanza y adoracion. 5) Distintos pero actuando en unidad. 6) Constituyendo un solo Dios verdadero
de la Biblia. Lo mas importante que debemos entender es que cuando rezamos el credo, estamos diciendo que
el Padre es Dios, el Hijo es Dios y el Espiritu Santo es Dios. Pero no son tres dioses, solo un Dios. ;Recuerdas
la palabra “Divinidad” que rezamos en nuestra colecta en nuestra Sagrada Eucaristia? Ese es un buen término
para usar cuando queremos referirnos a Dios Padre, Dios Hijo y Dios Espiritu Santo como tres personas
divinas en un solo Dios.

La iglesia primitiva luchd poderosamente sobre esta doctrina de la Trinidad. La mayoria de sus intentos de
explicar la trinidad terminaron en herejias. Finalmente, concluyeron que “Dios es uno en esencia.... Tres en
persona. En primer lugar, debemos dejar claro que los cristianos no creen en tres dioses, es decir, el triteismo.
Es mas interesante saber que no creemos en las tres formas de Dios, es decir, el modalismo. Ademas, no
creemos que el Padre, el Hijo y el Espiritu Santo sean partes o piezas de Dios.

Aunque no podemos ver la palabra “Trinidad” exactamente en la Biblia, podemos ver el concepto o idea en la
Biblia. En Génesis 1:26-27 leemos: “Entonces dijo Dios, hagamos al hombre a nuestra imagen, conforme a
nuestra semejanza, y que gobierne ... y cred Dios al

hombre a su imagen...”. Note el cambio en los pronombres. Déjennos .... En nuestra imagen.... creo al
hombre en su propia imagen. De nosotros y nuestro a él y su. Génesis nos enseria la 'diversidad en unidad'
dentro de la Deidad. En el libro de Isaias leemos: “Entonces oi la voz del Serior que decia: '; A quién enviaré?
¢ Y quién ira por nosotros?'” (Is. 6:8). Hay diferentes ocasiones en la Biblia en las que Dios habla de si mismo
usando pronombres en plural.

Vemos este aspecto trinitario de Dios en el Nuevo Testamento durante el tiempo del bautismo de Jesus. “Tan
pronto como Jests fue bautizado, sali6 del agua. En ese momento se abri6 el cielo, y vio al Espiritu de Dios
que descendia como paloma y se posaba sobre €l. Y una voz del cielo dijo: 'Este es mi Hijo, a quien amo; en ¢l
tengo complacencia” (Mt. 3:16-17). La iglesia primitiva también creia en el aspecto trinitario de Dios. En la
segunda carta de San Pablo a los Corintios leemos: “La gracia del Sefior Jesucristo, el amor de Dios y la
comunion del Espiritu Santo sean con todos nosotros” (2 Cor. 13:14). Comenzamos nuestra Santa Eucaristia
usando estas palabras de San Pablo e invocamos la presencia del Dios Uno y Trino.

El aspecto trinitario de Dios es la verdad central de la fe cristiana. Regocijémonos de que tenemos un 'Dios
Triuno'. El Padre dio al Hijo, el Hijo se ofreci6 a si mismo en la Cruz y el Espiritu Santo nos llevo a Jests. De
hecho, es un misterio, y con todos los santos doblamos las rodillas en adoracién ante nuestro gran Dios: el
Padre, el Hijo y el Espiritu Santo. Esta es la santisima trinidad. Esto no es s6lo una doctrina; esta es nuestra
vida. Es mas que un misterio o un problema matematico alucinante; este es nuestro Dios que nos ama y dio a
su hijo por nosotros, que nos ama y se entrega a si mismo por nosotros (Galatas 2:20), que nos ama y nos
fortalece con su espiritu (Efesios 3:16).
