Clergy Corner  

 

We are in the time of Advent. Advent means “the coming of Christ.” For Christians, the 

four weeks leading up to 25th of December is an opportunity to recognize the significance 

of Jesus’ birth and prepare our hearts and minds for the coming of the Son of God into the world. “For God 

so loved the world that he gave his only Son, so that everyone who believes in him might not perish but 

might have eternal life ” Jn 3:16. During this Advent Season, we all are preparing ourselves for the birth of 

our Lord Jesus Christ. We need to prepare our hearts and mind for His arrival. One of the best places to fig-

ure out what Advent should look like is the story of Jesus’ birth in Luke 2. We can learn three lessons about 

Advent from the story  of Jesus’ birth. 

 

1. Recognize God’s love. 

In Luke 2:10-11 an angel declares to the shepherds, “I bring you good news that will cause great joy for all 

the people. Today in the town of David a Savior has been born to you: He is the Messiah, the Lord.” Out of 

God’s great love for you and me, He sent His Son to earth as a gift for us. Jesus came, lived a perfect life, 

died on the cross for our sins, and then overcame death. Because of Jesus, we have life, hope, joy, and 

peace. During this Advent Season, we should recognize this love of God. God loved us so He sent His Son 

into the world and lived like us and the Holy Spirit continues to strengthen us. 

 

2. Prepare room in our lives for Jesus. 

For Mary and Joseph, there were no rooms at the inn. They knocked on the doors of every house in       

Bethlehem. But nobody opened the door. It was not easy for them to give birth to the long awaited Messiah 

in a manger. They had to seek out a place for Jesus to be born. If we aren’t equally as intentional about 

making a place for Jesus in our holidays, the next few weeks will pass, and Christmas will be gone. Advent 

is an opportunity to recognize Jesus’ birth and prepare our hearts and minds for His arrival. The holidays 

are hectic! There are parties to plan, gatherings to attend, and presents to buy — all in addition to normal 

responsibilities. Slowing down and creating time to spend alone with God takes effort. If we want to have 

time to reflect on all God has done over the last year and prepare for all He wants to do in the future, we 

have to make it a priority. 

 

3. Celebrate and share the gift of Jesus’ presence in our lives. 

When the shepherds heard of Jesus’ arrival, they stopped tending their flocks and hurried to visit Him. As 

soon as they had seen Him, they began praising God and departed to spread the good news that Israel’s long

-awaited Savior was here. Joseph and Mary are a model for us in sharing Jesus with others. Even though 

they did not get any room in Bethlehem they had no complaints and they shared the Joy of the birth of Jesus 

with all who came there. Mary carried Jesus, the Son of God in her womb and gave birth and shared Him 

with others. In our lives, as Mary carried Jesus, we should carry Jesus in our heart and share Him with     

others whomever we meet. We should remember that the challenges and difficulties, which Mary faced, did 

not stop her to carry Jesus in her life. 

 

This Christmas, I want to follow their example by celebrating the gift of Jesus with others. As we gather 

with friends and family that we haven’t seen in a while, let’s share with them how the birth of Jesus 2,000 

years ago is still impacting our lives today.

Estamos en el tiempo de adviento. Adviento significa “la venida de Cristo”. Para los          

cristianos, las cuatro semanas que preceden al 25 de diciembre son una oportunidad para reconocer el          

significado del nacimiento de Jesús y preparar nuestros corazones y mentes para la venida del Hijo de Dios al 

mundo. “Porque de tal manera amó Dios al mundo que ha dado a su Hijo unigénito, para que todo el que crea 

en él no se pierda, sino que tenga vida eterna” Jn 3:16. Durante este tiempo de Adviento todos nos estamos 

preparando para el nacimiento de nuestro señor Jesucristo.
