Clergy Corner  

Dear Parishioners, 

On February 22, we begin the Solemn Fast of Lent. The forty days of prayer, fasting, 

and almsgiving as we prepare spiritually for the great and glorious celebration of     

Easter. Are you ready for Lent? Are you prepared to pray more, fast more, and give 

more alms for the next forty days? Here is a golden opportunity for our parish to spiritually prepare 

for this Lenten season through our parish Missions. 

 

Lenten Mission is a time to take a spiritual retreat from the normal routine of daily life. We spend 

time together in prayer as Bishop Most Rev. Andrzej Zglejszewski, Auxiliary Bishop, DRVC, 

and Rev. Sean Magaldi, Vocation Director of DRVC, two dynamic preachers, will lead us in         

reflection and renewal. It is a time of special grace for our parish, and I hope you make every effort to 

come to the Mission on March 1, 8,15 & 22 at 7 PM. 

 

In his Annual Message for Lent, Pope Francis suggested: “For all of us, then, the season of Lent is a 

favorable time to overcome our existential alienation by listening to God’s word and practicing the 

works of mercy. In the corporal works of mercy, we touch the flesh of Christ in our brothers and      

sisters who need to be fed, clothed, sheltered, and visited; in the spiritual works of mercy – counsel, 

instruction, forgiveness, admonishment, and prayer – we touch more directly our own sinfulness. The 

corporal and spiritual works of mercy must never be separated. By touching the flesh of the crucified 

Jesus in the suffering, sinners can receive the gift of realizing that they too are poor and in need. “ 

 

One of the greatest ways the Corporal Works of Mercy and the Spiritual Works of Mercy are lived out 

is through the many good works done by our local Church. The various offices and agencies of the      

Diocese of Rockville Centre practice daily the works of mercy for the poor, the stranger, the ill, the 

imprisoned, and the needy. Our Church is the second largest provider of social services in the nation, 

behind only the government. In the name of Christ and the Catholic Church, each day hundreds are 

helped through the Corporal and Spiritual Works of Mercy. 

 

As we begin the Annual Catholic Ministries Appeal during Lent, we are asking each parish family 

to consider pledging a gift towards this cause that the poor and needy, the imprisoned and forgotten, 

the sick and the infirm continue to be served. I sent you a letter asking you to prayerfully consider 

making a pledge during this Lent. We are called to give alms not simply out of our surplus, but         

sacrificially out of our love. We are helping others not because they practice faith, but because we 

practice and live by our faith. I am deeply grateful to Joan Della Ratta, Peggy Gill, and Elizabeth      

Fitzgibbon, Pastoral, and Financial Council, who serve as the Chairs and Committee Members of the 

Catholic Ministries Appeal here at SIL. Our parish goal this year is readjusted from $67,000 to           

$60,000. In the last two years, we achieved our CMA goal because of your exceptional sacrifice, and 

as a   result, we got back $17,000 and $15,400, respectively, for our parish needs. I am sure we can do 

so again with your generosity, and I thank you for your support of the CMA. 

 

 Lent is just ten days away! Remember, Fridays are for fish and Stations! The first four Wednesday 

evenings are for Parish Mission. Let us make this Lent the best in our life.

Nuestra Iglesia es el segundo proveedor más 

grande de servicios sociales en la nación, sólo detrás del gobierno. En nombre de Cristo y de la Iglesia   

Católica, cada día, cientos son ayudados a través de las obras de misericordia corporales y espirituales. 

 

A medida que comenzamos la Campaña Anual de Ministerios Católicos Durante la Cuaresma, le pedimos a 

cada familia parroquial que considere comprometerse con una donación a esta causa para que los pobres y 

necesitados, los encarcelados y olvidados, los enfermos y los débiles continúen siendo atendidos. Le envié una 

carta pidiéndole que considere en oración hacer una promesa durante esta Cuaresma. Estamos llamados a dar 

limosnas no simplemente de nuestro excedente, sino sacrificialmente de nuestro amor. Estamos ayudando a 

otros no porque practiquen la fe sino porque nosotros practicamos y vivimos por nuestra fe. Estoy                

profundamente agradecido con Joan Dellaratta, Peggy Gill y Elizabeth Fitzgibbon, Consejo Pastoral y         

Financiero, quienes se desempeñaron como presidentes y miembros del comité de la Campaña de Ministerios 

Católicos aquí en SIL. Nuestra meta parroquial este año se reajusta de $67,000 a $60,000. Los últimos dos 

años logramos nuestra meta de CMA gracias a su sacrificio excepcional y, como resultado, obtuvimos 

$17,000 y $15,400, respectivamente, para las necesidades de nuestra parroquia. Estoy seguro de que 

podemos hacerlo nuevamente con su generosidad, y les agradezco su apoyo a la CMA.

Si tu ojo derecho te induce a pecar, sácatelo y tíralo. Más te vale perder un 

miembro que ser echado entero en la “gehenna”.

Pero yo os 

digo que si uno repudia a su mujer —no hablo de unión ilegítima— la in-

duce a cometer adulterio, y el que se casa con la repudiada comete adul-

terio.
