Clergy Corner       
 
June is the month dedicated to the Sacred Heart of Jesus. “Bishop John O. Barres has 

declared the month of June in the Diocese of Rockville Centre as the Month of the 

Most Sacred Heart of Jesus, proclaiming to the world that “God is Love.” We are 

called to celebrate the Sacred Heart with greater humility and more love in imitation of 

Jesus who is “meek and humble of heart.” As we entrust our hearts to Him, let us pray 

for our diocese and its institutions to continue the mission in witnessing God’s love amidst powers that 

seek to destroy the foundation of the Holy Catholic Church and protect it from the violent hands of the 

wicked! 

 

Devotion to the Sacred Heart had been spreading throughout the world for about two hundred years, after 

the visions of St. Margaret Mary Alacoque, when Our Blessed Lord appeared to this visitation nun, and 

tasked her with making known His desire that devotion to His Sacred Heart be practiced by members of 

His Church. 

 

In his encyclical, Pope Leo called to mind the “abundance of evils...which pressingly call upon us to seek 

for help from Him whose strength alone they can be driven away”. All the evil in the world, and all the 

evil in the church, can be said to be a failure of mankind to learn and adopt the love of the Sacred Heart. It 

is our task to allow the infinite light and love of the Sacred Heart to penetrate our lives, and to spread that 

same light and love through word and deed. 

 

As promised to St. Margaret Mary, those with devotion to the Sacred Heart, Jesus says, -I will give them 

all the graces necessary for their state of life. -I will give peace to their families. -I will console them in all 

their troubles. -I will be their refuge in life and especially in death. -I will abundantly bless all their         

undertakings. -Sinners shall find in my Heart the source and infinite ocean of mercy. -Tepid souls shall 

become fervent. Fervent souls shall rise speedily to great perfection. -I will bless those places wherein the 

image of My Sacred Heart shall be exposed and venerated. -I will give priests the power to touch the most 

hardened hearts. -Persons who propagate this devotion shall have their names eternally written in my 

Heart. -In the excess of the mercy of my Heart, I promise you that my all powerful love will grant to all 

those who will receive Communion on the First Fridays, for nine consecutive months, the grace of final 

repentance: they will not die in my displeasure, nor without receiving the sacraments; and my Heart will 

be their secure refuge in that last hour.” 

 

A celebration of Corpus Christi will take place on June 10 & 11. We will celebrate this Solemnity of the 

Most Holy Body and Blood of Jesus Christ with an outdoor Eucharistic Procession following the 5.00 pm 

Mass and we will do an inside procession of the most Holy Eucharist after 9:30 and 11:00 am Masses. 

Pope Francis says that Eucharistic processions are important because they remind us “that we are called to 

go out and bring Jesus to others.” A Eucharistic procession is a sign of the very deepest meaning of    

Christian life: We are led by Christ. We are guided by Him from the false hopes and happinesses of this 

life to our eternal destiny in heaven. Let us unite as a parish to walk with Christ on that weekend as a   

symbol of our desire to share Christ’s light with the world. Please visit the Eucharistic Revival page on our 

parish website as we kick off parish level Revival programs. Thank you AnsyMary for creating this page.   

 

Finally, as a parish family, we welcome Seminarian Joseph Lettieri to St. Ignatius Parish. He grew up in 

Seaford at St. William the Abbot Parish and is now preparing for his final year of seminary formation in 

August and Priestly Ordination in June 2024. Let us support his Summer Ministry at St. Ignatius with our 

prayers and fraternal love.

La devoción al Sagrado Corazón se venía extendiendo por todo el mundo desde hacía unos doscientos años, 

luego de las visiones de Santa Margarita María Alacoque, cuando Nuestro Santísimo Señor se apareció a esta 

monja de la visita, y le encargó que hiciera saber su deseo de que la devoción a Su Sagrado Corazón sea practi-

cado por los miembros de Su Iglesia. 

 

En su encíclica, el Papa León recordó la “abundancia de males... que nos llaman apremiantemente a buscar la 

ayuda de Aquel cuya sola fuerza puede ahuyentarlos”. Todo el mal en el mundo, y todo el mal en la iglesia, 

puede decirse que es un fracaso de la humanidad para aprender y adoptar el amor del Sagrado Corazón. Es 

nuestra tarea permitir que la luz y el amor infinitos del Sagrado Corazón penetren en nuestras vidas, y difundir 

esa misma luz y amor a través de la palabra y la obra. 

 

Como prometido a Santa Margarita María, a los que tienen devoción al Sagrado Corazón, Jesús dice: -Les daré 

todas las gracias necesarias para su estado de vida. -Daré paz a su familias. -Los consolaré en todos sus       

problemas. -Seré su refugio en la vida y especialmente en la muerte. -Bendeciré abundantemente todas sus    

empresas. -Los pecadores encontrarán en mi Corazón la fuente y el océano infinito de la misericordia. -Las  

almas tibias se volverán fervientes. Las almas fervientes se elevarán rápidamente a la gran perfección. -

Bendeciré aquellos lugares donde la imagen de Mi Sagrado Corazón sea expuesta y venerada. -Daré a los    

sacerdotes el poder de tocar los corazones más endurecidos. -Las personas que propaguen esta devoción, 

tendrán su nombre eternamente escrito en mi Corazón. -En el exceso de la misericordia de mi Corazón, les 

prometo que mi amor todopoderoso concederá a todos los que comulguen los Primeros Viernes, durante nueve 

meses consecutivos, la gracia del arrepentimiento final: no morirán en mi desagrado, ni sin recibir los           

sacramentos; y mi Corazón será su refugio seguro en esa última hora.” 

 

Los días 10 y 11 de junio se llevará a cabo una celebración del Corpus Christi. Celebraremos esta Solemnidad 

del Santísimo Cuerpo y Sangre de Jesucristo con una Procesión Eucarística después de la Misa de las 5:00 p.m.  

y haremos una procesión interior de la Santísima Eucaristía después de las Misas de las 9:30 y las 11:00 de la 

mañana. El Papa Francisco dice que las procesiones eucarísticas son importantes porque nos recuerdan “que 

estamos llamados a salir y llevar a Jesús a los demás”. Una procesión eucarística es un signo del sentido más 

profundo de la vida cristiana: somos guiados por Cristo. Somos guiados por Él desde las falsas esperanzas y 

alegrías de esta vida hasta nuestro destino eterno en el cielo. Nos deja unir como parroquia para caminar con 

Cristo ese fin de semana como símbolo de nuestro deseo de compartir la luz de Cristo con el mundo. Visite la 

página de Avivamiento Eucarístico en el sitio web de nuestra parroquia mientras iniciamos los  programas de 

Avivamiento a nivel parroquial.

Reflexión Papa Francisco 
Queridos hermanos y hermanas,  en esta fiesta en la que celebramos 
a Dios: el misterio de un único Dios y este Dios es el Padre y el Hijo y 
el Espíritu Santo. ¡Tres personas, pero Dios es uno! El Padre es Dios, 
el Hijo es Dios, el Espíritu es Dios. Pero no son tres dioses: es un so-
lo Dios en tres Personas. Es un misterio que nos ha revelado Jesu-
cristo: la Santa Trinidad. Hoy nos detenemos a celebrar este miste-
rio, porque las Personas no son adjetivos de Dios: no. Son Personas, 
reales, distintas, diferentes; no son —como decía aquel filósofo— 
“emanaciones de Dios”: ¡no, no! Son Personas.  
Está el Padre, al que rezo con el Padrenuestro; está el Hijo que me ha 
dado la redención, la justificación; está el Espíritu Santo que habita 
en nosotros y habita en la Iglesia. Y este nos habla al corazón, porque 
lo encontramos encerrado en esa frase de san Juan que resume toda 
la revelación: «Dios es amor» (1Jn 4,8.16). El Padre es amor, el Hijo 
es amor, el Espíritu Santo es amor. Y en cuanto es amor, Dios, aun-
que es uno y único, no es soledad sino comunión, entre el Padre, el 
Hijo y el Espíritu Santo. Porque el amor es esencialmente don de sí 
mismo, y en su realidad originaria e infinita es Padre que se da gene-
rando al Hijo, que a su vez se da al Padre, y su amor mutuo es el    
Espíritu Santo, vínculo de su unidad.
