Unlike with our other important relationships, God isn’t exactly someone we can

meet for coffee and look into his eyes while having a conversation. Whether we
talk to God in our mind or out loud, we recognize that even with a good prayer
life it can sometimes be difficult to cultivate and maintain a relationship with God.
Doubters and unbelievers are quick to remind us how impossible it is to believe
what we cannot see or hear, but today’s readings also remind us that God doesn’t
speak to us as another human being would. Maybe he doesn’t speak with the
booming voice of a preacher or a politician, and maybe he doesn’t write direct
messages for us in the sky or sand, but God does speak. Perhaps, like Elijah, we
tend to expect God to communicate with huge gestures, such as strong wind that
crushes rocks, or earthquakes or fires; but we hear today that God spoke to Elijah
in a “tiny whispering sound.” It's not unlike a very good teacher who doesn’t need
to raise her voice to get her students’ attention when they lose focus - she has
their respect and simply needs to speak normally and calmly and the students
