Clergy Corner                                                                                           

Online social networking services, over the last few years, have achieved immense levels of 

popularity and usage. Many use them, on account of their versatility in finding and maintaining 

contacts, easy to use features and the availability of readily accessible tools, resourcefulness 

which helps to gain a lot of information and entertainment. 

 

One of the features that is available on most of these networking sites/apps is the option to "unfriend"        

someone. To "unfriend" means to remove someone from a list of friends or contacts on a social networking 

website. The technique to do that is pretty simple: Go to the person's profile, hover over the 'Friends' button at 

the top of the profile, Click on "Unfriend'. It's as easy and straightforward as that to "throw" someone out of 

the friend list! Real life too, sometimes falls into this "simplistic" technique to "unfriend" people from life - 

especially people who are close to us and who ought to deserve "repeated" chances before the ties are severed. 

Someone offends us - either out of ignorance or perhaps due to some reason - but we easily "break ties" with 

that person. Someone speaks a bad word about us and we take so much offense that we lose all our peace of 

mind and devise schemes to terminate or harm that person - either physically or socially or mentally. Someone 

acquires a bad name - out of false rumors or maybe even out of some true incident; but we make a mountain of 

the mole and go on to further critically damage the image of that person. Our life sometimes makes it so easy 

"to unfriend" someone, sometimes, even our own family members, or close friends or some other person who 

has played a deep role in our lives. 

 

This passage from Matthew 18:15-20 was intended to give the early church guidance about how to deal with 

conflict and broken relationships. The first step toward reconciliation involves listening. Sometimes what we 

hear is not actually what was said. A good example is gossip. Several different stories or rumors often result 

from one story or incident. True listening means going to the other person. In other words, we are to take the 

first step. This is often painful, but it is necessary if there is to be any hope of reconciliation, forgiveness and 

peace. If a relationship is important to us, sooner or later we will need to swallow our pride.  

 

Jesus says, "If your brother sins against you, go and tell him his fault, between you and him alone" (Mt 18: 15). 

Jesus was a person who had an important principle in all His teachings: the need to strive towards perfection. 

It's this     pursuit of perfection in human relationships that makes Jesus to invite us in being careful and cau-

tious with respect to severing our relationships with one another. Friendship", it is said, "is as delicate as a 

glass - once broken it can be fixed but there will always be cracks". Jesus therefore warns us of the need to 

"handle with care" our relationships. 

 

Matthew 18:15-20 is not meant to be taken as permission for those in authority to harm others or abuse their 

power. It is about listening, accountability and a larger vision of God’s kingdom. It is about being accountable 

to others for the power we hold. It is about using the power of God’s Kingdom to care for the least and most 

vulnerable. 

 

The late Jack Layton, former leader of the New Democratic Party in Canada, put it another way in the last    

letter that he wrote to Canadians before he died. He wrote, “My friends, love is better than anger. Hope is    

better than fear. Optimism is better than despair. So let us be loving and optimistic, and we’ll change the 

world”. If we remember his words and the words of Jesus, especially when we are in conflict with our fellow 

man, we will change the world. Loving our neighbor fulfills any and every other divine command, for genuine 

love does no harm to its neighbor. It is easy to show a person the exit door in our relationship due to some 

misunderstanding or ego clash. But it takes Christian humility to let go of one's "proud and adamant mentality" 

and lower oneself to try to understand better the person at fault and his/her situation and background. It is easy 

for us to unfriend someone from our life. But our Lord Jesus Christ teaches and urges us to reconcile with our 

brothers and sisters and be perfect as our Father in heaven is perfect.

Rincón del Clero 

Los servicios de redes sociales en línea, en los últimos años, han alcanzado inmensos niveles    

de popularidad y uso. Muchos los utilizan debido a su versatilidad para encontrar y mantener 

contactos, funciones fáciles de usar y la disponibilidad de herramientas de fácil acceso,       

ingenio que ayuda a obtener mucha información y entretenimiento. 

Una de las funciones que está disponible en la mayoría de estos sitios/aplicaciones de redes es 

la opción de "dejar de ser amigo" de alguien. "Dejar de ser amigo" significa eliminar a alguien de una lista de 

amigos o contactos en un sitio web de red social. La técnica para hacerlo es bastante simple: vaya al perfil de 

la persona, coloque el cursor sobre el botón "Amigos" en la parte superior del perfil y haga clic en "no amigo'. 

¡Es tan fácil y sencillo como eso "eliminar" a alguien de la lista de amigos! La vida real también cae a veces en 

esta técnica "simplista" de "dejar de ser amigos" de personas de la vida, especialmente de personas cercanas a 

nosotros y que deberían merecer "repetidas" oportunidades antes de que se rompan los lazos. Alguien nos 

ofende ya sea por ignorancia o quizás por alguna razón, pero fácilmente “rompemos lazos” con esa persona. 

Alguien habla mal de nosotros y nos ofendemos tanto que perdemos toda nuestra tranquilidad e ideamos 

planes para despedir o dañar a esa persona, ya sea física, social o mentalmente. Alguien adquiere mala fama, 

ya sea por rumores falsos o incluso por algún incidente real; pero hacemos una montaña del topo y pasamos a 

dañar aún más críticamente la imagen de esa persona. Nuestra vida a veces hace que sea muy fácil "dejar de 

ser amigo" de alguien, a veces incluso de nuestros propios familiares, amigos cercanos o alguna otra persona 

que haya desempeñado un papel importante en nuestras vidas. 

Este pasaje de Mateo 18:15-20 tenía como objetivo brindar orientación a la iglesia primitive sobre cómo lidiar 

con los conflictos y las relaciones rotas. El primer paso hacia la reconciliación implica escuchar. A veces lo 

que escuchamos no es en realidad lo que se dijo. Un buen ejemplo son los chismes. Varias historias o rumores 

diferentes a menudo resultan de una historia o incidente. Escuchar verdaderamente significa acudir a la otra 

persona. En otras palabras, debemos dar el primer paso. Esto es a menudo doloroso, pero es necesario si 

queremos que haya alguna esperanza de reconciliación, perdón y paz. Si una relación es importante para      

nosotros, tarde o temprano tendremos que tragarnos nuestro orgullo. 

Jesús dice: "Si tu hermano peca contra ti, ve y repréndele, estando él y tú a solas" (Mt 18, 15). Jesús fue una 

persona que tenía un principio importante en todas sus enseñanzas: la necesidad de esforzarse hacia la          

perfección. Es esta búsqueda de la perfección en las relaciones humanas la que hace que Jesús nos invite a ser 

cuidadosos y cautos a la hora de cortar nuestras relaciones unos con otros. La amistad", se dice, "es tan         

delicada como un vaso: una vez roto se puede arreglar, pero siempre habrá grietas". Jesús nos advierte, por lo 

tanto, de la necesidad de "tartar con cuidado" nuestras relaciones. 

Mateo 18:15-20 no debe tomarse como un permiso para que quienes tienen autoridad dañen a otros o abusen 

de su poder. Se trata de escuchar, rendir cuentas y tener una visión más amplia del reino de Dios. Se trata de 

rendir cuentas ante los demás por el poder que ostentamos. Se trata de utilizar el poder del reino de Dios para 

cuidar de los más pequeños y vulnerables. 

El fallecido Jack Layton, ex líder del Nuevo Partido Demócrata en Canadá, lo expresó de otra manera en la 

última carta que escribió a los canadienses antes de morir. Escribió: “Amigos míos, el amor es mejor que la ira. 

La esperanza es mejor que el miedo. El optimismo es mejor que la desesperación. Así que seamos amorosos y 

optimistas y cambiaremos el mundo”. Si recordamos sus palabras y las palabras de Jesús, especialmente cuan-

do estamos en conflicto con nuestro prójimo, cambiaremos el mundo. Amar a nuestro prójimo cumple todos y 

cada uno de los demás mandamientos divinos, porque el amor genuino no daña al prójimo. Es fácil mostrarle a 

una persona la puerta de salida en nuestra relación debido a algún malentendido o choque de egos. Pero se 

necesita humildad cristiana para dejar de lado la "mentalidad orgullosa e inflexible" y rebajarse para tratar de 

comprender mejor a la persona culpable, su situación y sus antecedentes. Es fácil para nosotros dejar de ser 

amigos de alguien de nuestra vida. Pero nuestro Señor Jesucristo nos enseña y nos insta a reconciliarnos con 

nuestros hermanos y hermanas y a ser perfectos como nuestro Padre que está en los cielos es perfecto.
